 A minimum of  8 riders started the race in a given class. 
 The motorcycle must be predominantly Kawasaki Green in colour and retain the stock “Kawasaki” tank logo and a 

“Kawasaki” logo on the upper belly pan. 
 An corresponding Colour Photo of your motorcycle(s) was submitted with the contingency form. 

 Registration information must be received at Canadian Kawasaki on or before May 18th / 2009. 

Conditions: 
 Contingency payments will be sent to the address noted below within 45 days after verification of race 

results with the applicable sanctioning body. 
 It is the responsibility of each eligible competitor to fax or email race results and or championship results to 

Michele Karkruff as noted above to ensure payments are processed. 
 Race and or Championship results should be submitted no more than 30 days after the completion of each 

qualifying event. Any requests forwarded to Canadian Kawasaki for contingency payments after October 
31st, 2009 will not be honoured.  

 Failure to submit a completed contingency registration form to Canadian Kawasaki prior to the noted cut off 
date may result in a denial of all 2009 season contingency claims.
